Class News

Year F In Foundation this week we have continued with our storytelling in preparation for our
class trip on Friday. We are very excited about the trip! We also worked really hard
during our sports day practice, especially in the heat this week. In maths we are
practicing our addition skills with numbers up to 20.

Year 1 Year 1 have been continuing to work on non-fiction texts, we have been talking about
the right ingredients to make a great non chronological report and researching facts
about blue whales. In maths we have been comparing objects and numbers and
using the greater than, less than and equal to symbol.

Year 3 In English we have been using organisational features of non-narrative material to
write sets of instructions.

We have also learnt how to write our name in
hieroglyphics and enjoyed our prize from winning the coin collection challenge!

Year 4 Year 4 have been busy this week exploring our new book 'The Lost Thing'. We have
deepened our knowledge of some of the settings and The Lost Thing itself.
