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The guidance focuses on healthy relationships and keeping children safe in the 
modern world. It also covers a wide range of topics relating to physical and mental 
health, wellbeing, safeguarding and healthy relationships. 
 

Learning about the emotional, social and physical aspects of growing up gives 
children and young people the information, skills and positive values to have safe, 
fulfilling relationships and help them take responsibility for their own wellbeing. 
Consequently, from Summer 2021, Relationships and Health Education will become 
statutory and form part of the National Curriculum. 
 
We use the ‘Jigsaw’ programme as a tool to deliver our curriculum. This is adapted 
and complimented to suit the    needs of the children.
